In-Ear Monitoring

Die Band verwendet zum Monitoring ein eigenes System, bestehend aus einem Behringer X-Air 18
sowie verschiedenen Sendern.

- Das Signal unseres Sängers, der Synthesizer sowie die Trigger unseres Schlagzeugers
werden über eigene DI-Boxen gesplittet. Die symmetrischen XLR-Ausgänge werden
dabei an die PA angeschlossen. Über “Link” erhalten wir die Signale in unser Monitoring.

- Die beiden Gitarren verwenden die jeweils beim AMP vorhandenen DI-Ausgänge für das
eigene Monitoring.

- Der Bass hat am Pedalboard einen eigenen DI-Out, der für das Monitoring verwendet
wird. Die PA erhält das Signal über den DI-Out am AMP.

In-Ear Monitoring

The band uses its own monitoring system, which consists of a Behringer X-Air 18 and various
transmitters.

● The signal from our singer, synthesizer, and our drummer's triggers are split using their own
DI boxes. The balanced XLR outputs are connected to the PA system. We receive these
signals in our monitoring system via a "Link."

● Both guitars use the DI outputs available on their respective amps for their own
monitoring.

● The bass has its own DI output on the pedalboard, which is used for monitoring. The PA
system receives the signal through the DI output on the amp.
